your leadership skills, learn more about Lions, and meet a lot of excellent Lions from across the state, and
make friends for life. You will also enjoy some very good food.

The program begins on Friday, November 13, at mid-day and runs through Sunday, November 15 until
noon. It runs through the day and until 8:15 in the evening, so you are busy most of the time, but there is time
to socialize at meals and after evening classes. You will learn about dealing with people, how to think about
people, speaking and listening skills, and how to resolve conflicts. Other topics include team building, managing
change, mentoring, and personal effectiveness.
